Two public hearings have been scheduled to discuss the land acquisition
goals and establish priority projects that will be facilitated through
Proposition 70, the California Coastal, wildlife and Parks Bond Act.
SSMPA's participation in these hearings is of monumental importance in
order to secure a place for our areas of interest in the Santa Susana
mounta.ins and Simi hills on the State of California Department of Parks
and Recreation's list of priority acquisitions. Ken Collier from the
State Parks and Recreation Planning Division will be meeting with groups
and individuals from Los Angeles and Ventura counties who want to utilize
Prop. 70 funding for various land purchases. SSMPA will be competing for
funding with other groups and areas, and it is absolutely vital that we
demonstrate our strong desire to preserve important wilderness and rec­
reation areas within our mountains. SSMPA is currently organizing a
group of speakers to present the many attributes and features of our
area to Mr. Collier and the Department of Parks and Recreation. All
membeL~ are encouraged to attend both meetings. Other groups will be
bringing in their supporters and meriliers, and SSMPA must show a strong
su~portive fcirce. PLEASE plan on attending! The Los Angeles county
hearing will be held on March 15, at Saugus IIigh School, 21900 Centurion

be held on March 16 at the City Council building in Simi Valley, 2929
Tapo Canyon Road, at 7:30 p.m. SSMPA has devoted literally years of work
to the passage of Proposition 70.

Research / Grant
The Santa Monica Mountains Conservancy
recently granted The Nature Conservancy
$40,000 to conduct a scientific study
of the wildlife corridor. The Nature
Conservancy will be studying areas that
are thought to be wildlife passageways
frorn north of the 118 freeway to south
of the 101 freeway. The Na t u r e Conser­
vancy is a large and well-respected
group with a nation-wide interest in
the preservation of vital wilderness
areas. The Na t u r e Conservancy owns
land t h r o u ghout the United States,
taking an i nteres t in a wide variety
of reg ions an d habitats. Their s tudy
will begin around the middle of Feb­
ruary and is expected to last about 6
months.

Property owned b y Bi g Sk y Ranch, generally located near Tapo Ca nyon Road
i n Simi Va l l ey , is c u rren t l y being cons i dere d as a f u tu r e lan d f i l l s i te.
A portion of eas tern Al amo s Canyo n is b e i ng eyed b y two Simi Va l l e y Ci t y
Council members as an i d e a l place to make a new dumps i t e , wh i ch t hey est­
imate could be utilized for about 30 years. Separated from the Simi 118
freeway b y t wo mountain ranges, the site is though t t o have go od potential
b y Councilman Bill Davis and Councilwoman An n Rock. In t h e corning months
a p reliminary p r op o s a l wi l l b e p r e s e n t ed t o the Eas t Co unty Was t e s he d Task
Force, wh i ch is charge d wi t h locating f ut ure landfill sites. The permit
process for a landfill site in Ventura County may take five to ten years.

On a disas terous note, the Simi Va l l e y based Enterprise newspaper a lso
reported on February 4 that the Los Angeles Sanitation District is con­
sidering a dumpsite in Blind Canyon, located on the Los An ge l e s /Ve n t u r a
County line l off of Rocky Peak Road. Rocky Peak would be developed as
the primary access! This area lies in the midst of our priority regions,
provides exellent recreational opportunities, historical signifigance,
and is considered the critical chokepoint of the wil dlife corri dor! The
L. A. Sanitation District sees it as a n area that could hold 125 million
tons of trash. An environmental impac t report is in the works. SSMPA
members must take action against this horrendous proposal. We are cur­
rently working on a plan of action. We cannot lose Rocky Peak!
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PORTER RANCH HEARING
An important public hearing on the enormous Porter Ranch development
will be held on Thursday, February 23 at the chatsworth High School
Multi-Purpose Room, 10025 Lurline Avenue, Chatsworth. A 2.3 million
dollar development is being planned for the area north of the 118 free­
way known as Brown's Canyon. The project area encompasses a large part
of Brown's Creek. I t includes a large commercial use area of approxi­
mately 7.7 million square feet, 2,195 single family houses and 800 con­
dominiums, and cover 1,300 acres between Brown's Canyon and Tampa Ave.
Public hiking trails, equestrian trails, bike lanes and public parks
are included in this development plan. It is very important that peo­
ple come to the hearing and voice their support for the inclusion of
these improvements. The time to ~upport open space, recreation oppor­
tunities, scenic and watershed preservation is NOW. Once the specific
plan becomes city ordinance, it will be too late. For further informa­
