J ordan Ra nch and Runk l e ranch (Ro cky Peak Pa rk ) in t o its " s phe r e o f
i rif l ue nce "- a ne c e ssar y f irst s tep in t he many steps needed in the
anne xa tion pr oc es s .

This is t he on l y way to keep the Bob Hop e land excha nge mo ving
fo rwa rd, Annexati on does no t mean t ha t t h e development proposa l
is a c c e p t ed. Rat her it is the means by whic h the ex cha nge c a n
begi n to move throygh t he va r i ou s go ve r nment pr oc es s es .
