The DEIR has recently been issued for 9503 Andora Avenue, an 89 acre parcel that proposes to create a 48
home subdivision at the southerly end of Andora Avenue, in the westerly foothills above Valley
Circle/Plummer/Baden Avenue and Lassen Street. The project creates a road that adjoins to Eagles Nest
| which proposes another 18 homes on 43 acres. Therefore, this project effectively approves 61 additional
homes that have their sole access from Andora Avenue. The project features an equestrian trail in the
‘ development that will go from Andora Avenue to the Ventura County line.

used to fill a beautiful natural canyon that provides drainage from the south ridgeline of the Santa Susana

‘ The project requires movement of SO0,000 cubic yards of dirt. A large portion of the dirt to be moved will be
Pass State Historic Park to create the road that joins the two projects.

Review of the DEIR is encouraged prior to the meeting. Representatives from various community groups
that may comment on the DEIR are also encouraged to attend. Comments on the DEIR are to be made to
the City by April 5, 2010.

Reqularly Scheduled Hikes (Hikes are canceled if it rains. There are no hikes on holidays.)
Sunday Evening - Rocky Peak Fire Road
