HIDE YOUR HORSE AND WALLET! THEY'RE COMING!!1

Well, the developers are at it again! Kilmer, the
man who gave us Indian Springs Estates among others,
now wants to develop tract no. 44327 to the west
(see map). Among some of the proposed developments
he has come up with, to enhance and beautify the
Santa Susana Mountains, are:

• Obliteration of a vernal pool, a habitat for
numerous flora and fauna (some rare and en­
dangered) !

• Building an access road up a creekbed (that
ought to be fun driving during the rain-y--­
season) !

• Removal of ninety-three oak trees!
• Building of one unit directly on top of

Hialeah Springs, one of the feW-natural
springs in the area!

The 338 acre tract, acknowledged by the state and
county to be a significant ecological area (SEA),
is destined to go the way of Porter Ranch and Hum­
mingbird Ranch if this developer has his way. And
so far, he has had his way!

A Negative Declaration ("no Environmental Impact
Report required") was submitted to, and accepted by,
the L.A. County Department of Regional Planning.
A copy of the Declaration is available for public
review at the Newhall county library. How convenient
for adjacent property owners and other concerned
local citizens!
Although the SSMPA was not notified, the Foundation
for the Preservation of-rhe Santa Susanas was noti­
fied of a hearing to be held on this matter at the
DRP offices in downtown L.A ... the notice being
mailed two days before the hearing, and received by
the Foundation one day before the hearing! Glenn
Bailey, president: and Mark Knight attended the
hearing as representatives of the Foundation. Todd
McCormick and Cynthia Fichtner, of SSMPA, were also
in attendance. In addition to the normal cavalier
attitude of the DRP toward the public weal, our re­
presentatives were not permitted to address the DRP
to voice their concerns about the lack of an EIR
and the pending rape of our mountains. It seems
the Regional Planning Commission was in a hurry to
get to lunch, had heard all they wanted to hear,
and had made up their minds(?) anyway! To this
writer, it sounds more like a public announcement
than a public hearing.

Santa Susana Mountain Park Association
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Jan Hinkston, founder of the SSMPA, reports that it
is our intention to "stand and fight" on this one!
An appeal is to be filed asking for an EIR and a
moratorium on development until the EIR has been
submitted and evaluated. This will cost the SSMPA
about $300 to file, but worth it. Jan has also made
an appeal for any attorneys that are SSMPA members
to volunteer their services in the event that our
appeal is denied.
Jan also reports that the Rancho Simi Park District
is forming a task force to draw up a Wildlife Cor­
ridor Plan for the Santa Susana Pass. As the Pass
is the only narrow corridor for migration between the
San Fernando and Simi Valleys, and the proposed de­
velopment is smack-dab in the center, this is yet
another valid reason for a moratorium.
It's going to cost money to join this battle. Now,
more than ever, we need membership funds. Please
renew your membership and solicit your friends and
neighbors to join the SSMPA.

St agecoach Trail kn~wn as "Devi l ' s Slide" , it' s more of a
"mosey" t han a true hi ke. The pace is leasurely and freq­
uent stops are made t o point out historic , envi ronmental or
geol ogi c points of In teres t . Families are wel come 'ari d seem
to enj oy these sti mula ti ng and educational wal ks. ' Even t he
occasi onal "couch potato " has remarked on t he enj oyment of
trek king t~ro u g h t he Simi Hill s on t hi s Su nday morni no out ­
i ng.

The hi ke departs Chatsworth Park Sout h at ni ne a .m. and re­
tu rns around noon. Participants are advised to wear stu rdy
shoes (no thongs, sandals or hi gh heels) and a hat. It is
al so recommended that each hi ker brin g one quart of watEr
and a snac k or sack l unch. Ther e are a few isola ted
patches of poi son oak (whi ch wi ll be pointed out by t he
hike le ader ) so use your own j udgement as to weari ng shorts .

Fernando Vall ey Chapter of the Aud ubon Soci ety l eads a bi rd
wal k on the second Satu rday of each mont h, also starting
and ending at Chatsworth Park Sout h, at 8:3 0 a.m.
For fami l i es (or single parents) with pre-schoolers, the re
are Nu rsery Nature Walk s on the th i rd Sat urday of t he month
at 8: 00 a. m. Geared especi al ly for i nfants and t oddl ers,
t hese stimula t i ng and educati onal walk s are l ed by an ex­
per ienced guide who i s famil i ar wit h the except i onal needs
of parents hi ki ng wi t h wee people . Ol der s i blings are al so
we l come .

proposing the esta blishment of a

SANTA SUSANA STATE HISTORIC PARK

WHEREAS, t here are probabl y f ew nations in the world
whose citizens have not seen motion pictures of the Santa
Susana Pass (images of t he Lone Ranger on his great hors e
Sil ver or Humphrey Bogart greedily cli mbin g the "Si erra
Madre" are embedded in the memo ries of people everywhere,
and are part of Cali fornia' s uni que contribution t o the
wo rl d of entertainment ); and

WHEREAS, hundreds of motion pictures have been filmed
in the area since the early part of this century and con­
tinue to be f i lmed t oday , as are telev ision ser ies and
commercials ; and

WH ER EAS , t he preservati on of this important fi lm mak ing
area wou ld ensure the continued usef ul ness of t he Pass for
future film ing operat ions and would be a valuable part of
the St at e of California's effort t o ecoura c,e the enterta i n­
ment industry to remain with in California;-and

WHEREAS, The Santa Susana Pass is unsurpassed in its
pot ent ia l as an entertainment i ndust ry la ndmark and livin g
museum; and

WHER EAS , The Sant a Susana Pass is a crossraods of Cali­
forni a his tory, servi ng as a path between No r t hern and
Souther California , a meetin g place two major I ndian cul­
tures and part of the route of the f irst Spanish explo rers
t o visit California; and

WHEREAS, remnants of six of the seven historic eras of
transportation to use the Pass may still be seen, i .e.:
the mission footpath, the s t agecoach trai l, the wagon
road, t he rai l road , the Pass Road and t he Simi Val l ey­
San Fernando Vall ey (118) Freeway; and

WHEREAS, l ackin g protection of the only viable wi ldli fe
route under the 118 Freeway, the Santa Monica Mountains and
the Simi Hills would experience biological isolation from
the Santa Susana Mou ntains; and

WHEREAS, the proposed par k would provide habitat for
some spec ies of endangered and rare plant and animal life ;
and

WHEREAS , the unique geol ogy of sandstone outc roppings
(known as the Chico Formation) is an import ant part of the
scenic landscape of the San Fernando and Si mi Val leys, and
epitomizes for the world the landscape of the Old West ; and

WHEREAS, the proposed park i s located amidst three of
the most rapidly growing areas in California (the Santa
Cl arita, San Fernando and Simi Valleys) and wou l d provide
nearby outdoor nat ural recreation opportunities; and

WHEREAS, the proposed par k woul d be an essential link in
th e Ri m of t he Val le y Trail System; and

WHEREAS, the proposed acreage is adjacent to four hundred
and twenty-eight acres already owned by the State for par k
purposes (but not yet dedicated as such) which requires moreacreage to meet State standards; and L- ___

WHEREAS, portions of the par k are threatened by imminent
devel opment ;

NOW THER EF OR E, BE IT RESOLVED tha t a Sant a Susana St at e
His t ori c Park be e~tablished i n accordance wi t h th e special
provi sions set forth as follows:

a . The boundaries of the proposed par k should be as
delineated on the accompanying map.

b. A museum, dedi cat ed t o t he history of f ilm making,
shoul d be constructed within the conf i nes of the
proposed par k. Preferab ly , such a faci l ity woul d
re cr eate a "western" movie set and inc l ude di spl ays
of hi sto ric and nat ural f eat ures of t he area
