SEA's - Significant Ecoloaical Areas

Policy revisions have been adopted by the L.A. County Board of
Supervisors on June 11, 1991. They are improvements, 'tho minor,
and still with loopholes. The major revision that we requested
was that SEA 's be backed by an open space zoning, such as that
which Ventura County has - 160 acres per dwelling unit. That was
not even considered. Come to the meeting for details.

SEA 64 - Valencia

Jan attended a hearing before the Regional Planning Corrmission
about a week after a hearing on Oak trees. She rei terated a new
and startling fact which is: one mature Oak tree gives off 105
gallons of water into the air PER DAY.* This process, known as
transpiration, is an extremely important part of the water cycle
part of our eco-system which includes evaporation, condensation and
precipitation. *(Oak Tree Foundation)

In other words, Oak trees are such a vital part of our eco-system
that our very survival depends on them! Moving them causes trauma
which makes them more subject to disease. Another interesting fact
is that one Oak leaf has more stomata per square inch than any
other tree. This is the oxygen producing part! Oaks are indeed
precious to our environment, and they're still being cut down!
